Global cooling Thermoelectric power plants. Stratospheric aerosol injection and Contents of sustainable aviation fuel for dealing with and controlling ‘climate change’.

Having worked at Lydd airport for some years I know the difference between a contrail and a chemtrail and would like to know under whose authority this spraying is being permitted?

Also all safety data pertaining to said spraying and environmental interference or control of any kind.

If this request does not fall under your remit I would appreciate you telling me which department I should address this issue with?

I would request the data for the whole of the UK broken down into its regions.

Geoengineering describes interventions and technologies which could be deployed to alter aspects of the global climate system to help tackle some aspects of global warming.

These methods are increasingly debated as people around the world consider how best to minimise the risks of climate change. 

Solar radiation modification (“SRM”) is the use of technologies to reflect some of the Sun’s energy that reaches Earth back into space, thereby reducing the Earth’s temperature to offset global warming. This could include strategies to brighten clouds over the ocean (marine cloud brightening or MCB) or studies of the potential impacts of injecting aerosols high into the atmosphere (stratospheric aerosol injection or SAI). The Met Office has engaged in SRM research from the theoretical perspective of Earth System modelling studies to understand the implications and impacts from various SRM scenarios. We do not engage in research into or advise on the deployment or the technologies necessary to achieve an injection or release of aerosol, only the theoretical possibilities of potential climate implications which may arise.
